The Reverend Deacon Nancy Tucker O’Shea 
died on January 13, 2025.  A Missouri native, 
Deacon Nancy was ordained to the Vocational 
Diaconate in the Episcopal Diocese of West 
Missouri in 1985. Soon after, she moved to the 
Diocese of West Tennessee. From 1985 to 2019, 
she served as Deacon at St. Mary’s Cathedral in 
Memphis, as Pastoral Assistant at Church of the 
Holy Communion, and as Supply Clergy at many 
churches in West Tennessee, including All Saints, 
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Christ Church, Brownsville, Holy Trinity, and Immanuel, Ripley. Beyond her parish work, 
Deacon Nancy contributed greatly to the wider diocese, serving on committees and 
commissions under the leadership of Bishop Alex Dickson, Bishop James Coleman, and Bishop 
Don Johnson. She was a member of the Bishop Transition Committee when Bishop Phoebe 
Roaf arrived, and was Diocesan Chaplain of the Daughters of the King. Nancy married Patrick 
O’Shea on August 10, 1985. She was a member of the American Guild of Organists and served 
as Chaplain of the Memphis Chapter for several years. She found joy in gardening, reading, 
playing the organ, bird watching, and solving crosswords. Her Funeral Liturgy was celebrated 
at St. Mary’s Cathedral in Memphis with Dr. Dennis Janzer as Organist, Dr. Kristin Lensch as 
Choirmaster, Bishop Johnson as Homilist, and a Choir composed primarily of Guild members.
